IRecommended chair sizes for children:
Grades 1&2: 12-13 inches
Grades 3&4: 14-15 inches
Grades 5&6: 16-17 inches
2Standard chairs 18 inches above the floor.
3Tabletops for children should be 10 inches above chair seats.
436x45 inches min. for hanging boards; freestanding and movable boards of comparable
size or larger are preferred.
SFolding chairs for youth should be no more than 28 inches high.
614-19 inches deep, 42-46 inches high, and 3-4 feet long with shelves 12-14 inches apart.
7Bookracks should be 42-46 inches high and 30-42 inches long.
8Tackboards should be 24-30 inches in height and 6-10 feet in length with the bottom
edge 24-30 inches above the floor.
9Picture rails should be about 30 inches above the floor on the front wall & 12 feet long.
10Wheelchairs: class doors should be 32 inches wide; hallways, 48 inches wide; wheelchairs
should fit underneath tables; accessible rest room nearby may dictate classroom location.
